The goal was simple but required excellent
planning: control localized flooding and provide
capacity relief for the overtaxed sewer system.

CULTEC, Inc. was proud to partner on this
project and provide stormwater detention in
one of Atlanta’s most challenging flood zones.
This was accomplished by wrapping both basins
in @ combination of non-woven geotextiles and
a 30 mil thermoplastic PVC liner, which acts as
an impermeable barrier for captured runoff,
allowing for a controlled release downstream,
while holding up to its full capacity of 19,205
cubic feet of water underground.
